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Golden Key Chapter Event Ideas
Each chapter is encouraged to host various events throughout the year. The big one is the New Member Recognition Event which is delved into further on a different document. Below is a list of ideas for events that chapters in Canada have done in the past. Each chapter should look to see what opportunities are available in their community. Your university will likely have resources to connect you with community service opportunities. You should also look to see when the chapter can have a tabling event on campus so that students invited to join can see an active chapter on campus. Tabling events are most effective at the start of the fall term (September) and, if possible, on a clubs day. Each chapter is encouraged to think creatively as to how you help improve the world around you through community service activities. Chapters also get bonus points on the chapter standards for teaming up with another club or group on campus for events.
Blood Drive – Partner with local blood services to help run or volunteer at a blood drive.
Games night – Social event. 
Golden Key Tabling – Plan to have a table representing the Golden Key chapter at events like clubs day.
Holiday card making for seniors – Partner with a local seniors home.
Clothing drive to donate to local shelter or other service provider.
Food drive to donate to local food bank or other service provider.
Tutoring – Teach other students or volunteer at a local high school/elementary school.
Golden Key alumni panel – Host event where alumni come to talk to members about their experiences and share their advice.
Golden Key past honourary member event - Host event where one or more past honourary member come to talk to members about their experiences and share their advice or present on a specific topic.
Better World Book drive – Work with Better World Books to collect books to send to them. Chapter can receive funds from BWB.
Public Speaker Event – Host and event where members can come to practice public speaking.
General Meeting – Host a general meeting and invite all the current student members. This can be a good way for members to meet each other and to get to know the exec team.
Study group – Form a study group for members.
Community clean up – clean up local park, river, beach, street, etc.
Tree planting event.
Academic symposium - an event where older students, with experience navigating their academic journey, paired up with younger students from various faculties. Together, they delved into strategic degree planning, sharing valuable insights and knowledge.
Golden Key Information session – host an info session on campus during the membership drive (September/October) to let non-members know more about the chapter and the Society.
Trivia night – Host a fun trivia night as a social event.
Volunteer at a local mission/soup kitchen to help serve food or whatever is needed.
LSAT or MCAT panel – host a panel for members to learn more about these exams.
Virtual trivia challenge – Host a virtual event against another Golden Key chapter sometimes called a “Battle of the Brains” challenge.
Care packages – put together and send/deliver care packages (this can be adapted for a variety of services).
Grad school panel – Learn from current and past grad students about their experiences.
Movie night – Host a movie night
Dental School Symposium (or other specialty field)
Bake sale to raise funds for a charity.
Put together a Golden Key sports team to join in a university or local group.
Literacy carnival – This is a big event that is hosted annual by the MacEwan University Golden Key chapter. A version could be adapted for other chapters. The public comes to the university and there are volunteer positions to help out with various stations all focused on encouraging reading.
Speaker series – Host event where a professor or other speaker comes to talk to the members (non-members also welcome) about a topic of interest. Sometimes multiple speakers at one event.
Volunteer at local animal shelter
Health and welcome session.
Yoga study break.

These are just a few examples, you can feel free to expand and explore various opportunities.
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
